Double Duty Boomerang Activities.
Take a walk around your local area, visit a local park

Parramatta council has information signs erected in parks in their area detailing historical activity in the area, visit these areas and find out about indigenous and migrant cultures for No 9 People & Culture

Help clean up the area by picking up litter, find signs of habitat destruction or positive conservation for No 11 Natural Environment
Mother’s/Father’s nights
Have a discussion about jobs our parents have, and how they contribute to the community. No 14 Your Community (Gold)

Use the skills of the parents to teach the kids skills for No 13 Handcraft or No 14 Your Community (Home)

Set a ‘good turn’ challenge treat for mum or dad involving elements from No 14 “Home”

Prepare a cup of tea or coffee for supper, or a meal over a fire No 4 Outdoor Scouting

Boiling water in a billy over a fire

Challenge between sixes; which six can lay and light a fire to boil a billy of water first.

(Use milo tins with equal quantity of water, if left long enough, steam will blow the lid off the milo tin!) Covers lighting matches, making fires, No 4, Safety (fire) No 2.

Add an ice cube, watch it melt and you have an experiment into ‘change of state’ No 10 (silver)

Discuss putting fires out (No 2 Fire safety) and demonstrate how a fire goes out when deprived of oxygen (No 10 Composition of Air)

Kite Making

Explore different designs for No 13 Handcraft. Good way to put knotting into practise. Dads seem to like kites, good for a weekend activity.
Marble Painting

Introduces a different kind of medium to what kids may be familiar with, No 12 Self Expression.

Demonstrates how oil floats on water for No 11 Natural Environment and Waterwise Discovery.
Mix kids oil paints with turps to make a runny mix. Place drops onto trays of water. Roll the paper along the surface to transfer the design onto the paper.

All kinds of cooking activities, 
Pancakes cooked on hobo stoves (good for Pancake Day), lighting candles (candles go out if not enough vent holes for oxygen)
Also encompasses safety No 2, (fire, home), No 1 Health and First Aid, diet, cleanliness while cooking. 

Cultural issues can be explored; why we eat things at different times, why are we having this celebration, (Easter,  Eid al-Fitr - end of Ramadan), why some people don’t eat particular foods etc.

Prepare ‘scroggin’ to take on an outing, and discuss food groups.
Mix together 200g mixed nuts, 150g chocolate (Smarties) 150g sultanas or dried fruit, 200g biscuits muesli or glucose sweets (Tiny teddies), give each cub a ‘handful’ in a ziplock bag, as an emergency ration to be eaten on the way home from a hike.
Campfires

Not necessarily always outdoors.
Fancy firelighting can demonstrate chemical reactions for No 10 (gold)

Encompass all aspect of self expression, skits, songs, musical performances, recitals, joke telling, magic tricks
