Stove with billy boiling water to demonstrate the water cycle, evaporation, condensation, precipitation. Can also demonstrate how a hot air balloon works.


Make a bath bomb, talk about chemical reactions at home with bath bombs, using carb soda to make sherbet, in baking etc.


Experiment using drink bottles; place a balloon over the neck of the bottle. Place bottle in bucket of warm water and watch balloon inflate, warm air expands and rises, transfer bottle into bucket of icy water and watch balloon and bottle collapse.

Concentration game using different rock types.
At end of game identify where rocks came from and how they were formed.

8.00pm
Talk about the water cycle, expand on work at experiment, how the information can help us to conserve and save not waste water. Suggestions for re-using or recycling water also.


Mention mulch, run-off rainwater tanks, watering late/early, how polluted waterways affect us and the quality of our water.

As a six design a poster/ collage about the water cycle or 
saving water.

8.15pm
Turn out bath bombs, see what happens when it goes in the water. Test acidity of water to find out what is different (testing pool, aquarium etc).
