Divide the pack into three teams, Convicts, redcoats and publicans. The convicts are trying to sell the rum they’ve made to to publicans while the redcoats are trying to prevent them. The convicts and publicans start about 200m apart and work towards each other. The redcoats start in the middle and  try to prevent the “rum” being passed from one to another. If a convict or publican is caught with some “rum” they must give it to the redcoats. The publicans take the rum back to their base and is then safe. The convict must go back to the still to get some more. At the end count the “rum” of the police and at the pub. Rum at the still doesn’t count.
