Some years ago, there was a burglary in the office of the
Zoo in Detroit, U.S.A. and the safe was completely
emptied. The Zoo could not afford another new safe, so
the Director decided at the end of each day to place the
money-box in the lions’ cage.

The strangest meat course ever to be served at a banquet,
was in Paris in 1931.
